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The	master	works	on	multilingualism	and	multiculturalism,	with	two
tracks:	the	professional	master	or	master	itself,	and	a	master	in	teaching
and	research	in	multilingual	and	intercultural	learning,	which	subtitutes
doctoral	studies.	Studies	are	held	in	Basque	language	and	Spanish,
totally	online.

Why	and	for	what?

To	train	professionals	capable	of	managing	multiple	areas	of	education,
accustomed	to	anticipate	the	comprehensive	educational	needs	of
students,	competents	at	identifying	relevant	research	problems	in
multicultural	education	and	multilingual	contexts,	and	able	to	adapt	to
the	changing	society.

With	respect	to	methodology,	it	will	be	fully	active,	based
on	problem	solving	learning	and	aimed	at	the	development	of	a	project.
